Witty, clever, handsome, what's not to like about a man (who’s not really a man), in fact, a
Doctor, Who travels through time and space battling all manner of aliens intent on destroying
the Earth? I couldn’t help but notice that the worst of the alien creatures bears a striking
resemblance to the popular French press-style of coffee maker. Conspiracy you say? Perhaps.
For those among us who have succumbed to the command to Caffeinate!, this hand-knit cozy
will help to keep your coffee hot in a not so sinister fashion.
Size: fits standard press-style coffee makers that have a domed top, 750 ml (8 teacup) size.
Gauge: 20stitches and 30 rows per 10 cm (4”') square with 4.0 mm needles.
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WHAT YOU WILL NEED TO MAKE THE CAFFEINATE PRESS STYLE COFFEE COZY

Fits domed top French press-style coffee makers 20sts and 30rows over 10 cm (4in.) square
In the 750 ml or 3 Imperial cups size 4.0 mm (8 UK/CAD or 6 US) needles
Finished measurements Equipment
- when cosy was laid flat 4.0 mm (8 UK/CAD or 6 (US) straight needles
Across the bottom: 7.25 inches 4.0 mm (8 UK/CAD or 6 (US) dpns, (set of 4)
Across the ribbed area between welt no. 1 and welt no Stitch holder or waste yarn
2: 6.25 inches 3.5 or 4.0 mm crochet hook
Base to top: 9.5 inches Tapestry Needle

Yarn Name: Cascade 220
Composition: 100 % Pure Peruvian Highland wool
200 m (220 yds) per 100 g ball
Weight/50g: 100m (110 yds )/ 50g
Colour: shown in Navy Blue

You need 80g or 160 m (176yds) of Aran/Worsted
weight yarn to make the cozy as shown.

YARN NOTES

YARN NOTES: Pure wool has wonderful insulating properties that will keep your coffee hotter, longer and
will also protect you better, should you brush against the side of a hot coffee press. I happened to have this
left over from the warmest winter hat ever made, seriously, HeathcoteRoad’s Double Thick Toque.

The deep navy blue seemed a good classic colour for this alien inspired image; all the better to hide in the
night sky, or to blend in with my Japanese dishes. Another Aran or Worsted weight yarn could be substitut-
ed but consider metres before grams and be sure to do a gauge swatch first!

PATTERN CONSTRUCTION NOTES

CONSTRUCTION METHOD: Knit in one piece from the base to the top alternating between flat and in the

round knitting to accommodate the openings for the handle and the spout, while minimizing any seaming,.

The welts are linked together to form tube-like structures by working two rows together as instructed — the

current row and one that was made a few rows before. This really is easy to do and saves having to sew

additional seams later on. The Bobbles along the side of the cozy are non-traditional, in that they are made
over 3 rows, but the ones on the top of the cozy are classic style with 4 stitches.

You may slip the Caffeinate Cozy over
your coffee press at this time simply by passing
the knob of the handle through the hole in the top
of the cozy, please see the photographs included.
When your coffee (or tea) has brewed sufficiently,
press the plunger carefully...
